February 2021 Narrative ACON Hampton Va.
Winter Season ends with a wet and cool winter. Interesting fact- I did not have a max temperature of 70 or higher in any of the winter months (December. January, February). I cannot find another winter at my station when at least one day did not reach 70.  Also noteworthy was the lack of sunshine and many cloudy and foggy days. Snowfall was sparse with only 1.6 inches (normal 8 inches) and the 1.5 inches in January was the first daily fall of 1 inch or more since March 2018. 

Also, from August 2020 to February 2021- 47 inches of rainfall occurred- this is an annual normal rainfall in six months.
