April was well below normal for temperature and well above normal for precipitation. The temperatures ranged between a high of 78 and a low of 31 and was 3.6 degrees below normal.  The average high temperature of 52.3 and the high temp of 78 were the highest for April ever recorded at this site.  On the precipitation side, the month was 3.21” above normal, with 6.83” measured.  We had 17 days of measurable rainfall with the largest amount being 2.57”.  The total for April was the 2nd highest recorded at this site since 2014.  We had no snowfall during the month and have had 3.2” for the season.  The last frost occurred on April 17.
