August was below normal for temperature and above normal for precipitation. The temperatures ranged between a high of 92 (only twice in the 90’s) and a low of 56 and was 2.7 degrees below normal.  On the precipitation side, the month was 0.89” above normal, with 4.71” measured.  Much of Fairfax County recorded much more precipitation than I did with many of the storms going east of us.  The annual precipitation is now about 1” above normal.
