August was slightly above normal for temperature and well above normal for precipitation. The temperatures ranged between a high of 94 and a low of 5 and was 1.1 degrees above normal.  On the precipitation side, the month was 2.66” above normal, with 6.59” measured.  We had 18 days of measurable rainfall, with 2 over one inch.  The only dry spell occurred near then end of the month when we had 7 days in a row without any rain.  We are now about 9.5” above normal for the year.  We have now had more rainfall this year that either of the last two years had for the entire year.
