August was below normal for temperature and above normal for precipitation. The temperatures ranged between a high of 98 and a low of 49 and was 0.2 degrees below normal.  We had 9 days when the temperature met or exceeded 90 degrees. But the low of 49 on the 21st was the lowest August temperature I have ever recorded on this site (31 years of records).  On the precipitation side, the month total was 1.88” above normal, with 6.12” measured.   We had 8 days of measurable rain this month.  We are now about 0.9” below normal for the year.
