July was below normal for temperature and precipitation. The temperatures ranged between a high of 94 and a low of 49 and was 3.3 degrees below normal.  The low of 49 on the 31st tied the record low temperature for August.  On the precipitation side, the month total was 1.03” and was 3.11” below normal.   This was only 0.01” above our record low August precipitation.  We had 8 days of measurable precipitation; with most of this, 0.58”, falling on Aug 15.  This occurred from a very localized cell; as most other stations in Fairfax County received 0.0 or a Trace of rain that day.  Most other stations in this area set record lows for August precipitation.  Our annual precipitation is now about 3.5” below normal.
