December was below normal for temperature and well above normal for precipitation. The temperatures ranged between a high of 67 and a low of 19 and was 0.9 degrees below normal.  On the precipitation side, the month was 2.75” above normal, with 6.16” measured.  We had 14 days of measurable rainfall, and gave us the second wettest year on record for this site with 65.73” measured.  This is 19.09” above my annual average of 46.64”  The greatest annual precipitation amount occurred in 2003 when I measured 71.03”  We only had a trace of snow on the 5th and have had only 2.0” so far this season.
