December was above normal for temperature and precipitation. The temperatures ranged between a high of 66 and a low of 20 and was 0.9 degrees above normal. On the precipitation side, the month was 2.22” above normal, with 5.71” measured.  We had 9 days of measurable rainfall with three days having over 1” of rain.  We finish the year 12.2” above normal for the year.  We had our first measurable snow on Dec 16 with 2.2”.  It came during a period when the precipitation went from snow to sleet to rain to freezing rain then back to rain.
