January was well above normal for temperature and well below normal for precipitation.  The temperatures ranged between a high of 77 and a low of 17 and was 8.8 degrees above normal.  The average high of 57.0 and low of 34.7 were both the highest ever recorded at this site as was the highest temperature departure from normal of 8.8 degrees. On the precipitation side, the month was 1.86” below normal, with only 0.86” measured.  We also only had one snowfall of 0.3” which is well below normal.  The total snowfall through Feb was only 1.7” which is the lowest ever recorded through Feb.
