January was well above normal for temperature and below normal for precipitation. The temperatures ranged between a high of 81 and a low of 12 and was 6.7 degrees above normal.  The high of 81 on the 23rd tied the highest February temperature ever recorded at my site.  On the precipitation side, the month was 0.43” below normal, with only 2.47” measured.  We had 10 days with measurable precipitation.  We had our first measurable snowfall on the 1st with 0.5” recorded. Our total for the year is now also only 0.5”.   Unless we get 2 more inches of snow in March, this will be the least amount of snow to fall in a season since 2011-2012 when we only measured 2.6” for the season.
