January was below normal for both temperature and precipitation. The temperatures ranged between a high of 69 and a low of 3 and was 0.9 degrees below normal. The first week of the month was bitterly cold; but the remainder of the month was relatively mild.  On the precipitation side, the month was 1.13” below normal, with 1.94” measured.  We only had 0.9” of snow during the month and have had only 4.4” all winter; a very dry and snow-free winter so far.
