July was a month of two distinct patterns:  the first 16 days were very warm with no measurable precipitation; the last 15 days were cooler and very, very wet.   July ended up slightly below normal for temperature and well above normal for precipitation. The temperatures ranged between a high of 97 and a low of 55 and was 0.7 degrees below normal.  On the precipitation side, the month was 5.26” above normal, with 9.65” measured.  More than half of this amount fell on the 21st when we received 4.85” of rain. We had 9 days of measurable rainfall, with 3 over one inch.  July was the wettest July that I have had at this site (over 25 years).  We are now about 6.8” above normal for the year.
