July was above normal for temperature and below normal for precipitation. The temperatures ranged between a high of 94 and a low of 58 and was 0.6 degrees above normal.  We had 15 days with the high temp at or above 90.  On the precipitation side, the month was 1.54” below normal, with 2.89” measured.  We had only 5 days of measurable precipitation and that was all in the first half of the month.  We are now about 5” below normal for the year.
