June was slightly below normal for temperature and well below normal for precipitation. The temperatures ranged between a high of 94 and a low of 49 and was 0.4 degrees below normal.  On the precipitation side, the month was 3.48” below normal, with only 1.33” measured.  This was the driest June recorded at this station and we only had measureable precipitation on 6 days with a trace recorded on 2 other days.  The annual precipitation is now back to almost 3.5” below normal.
