June was slightly below normal for temperature and for precipitation. The temperatures ranged between a high of 93 and a low of 45 and was 0.5 degrees below normal.  On the precipitation side, the month was 0.36” below normal, with 4.39” measured.  We had 15 days of measurable rainfall; almost one half of it fell in a several hour period on June 27.  We had a strong storm cell develop right over us and it stayed there for more than an hour.  We also had same small hail at the beginning of that storm.  We have now had 25.01” of rain this year which is 2.00” above normal.
