March was slightly below normal for temperature and slightly above normal for precipitation. This is a reversal of the past 7 – 8 months. The temperatures ranged between a high of 80 and a low of 20 and was 0.5 degrees below normal.  On the precipitation side, the month was 0.55” above normal, with 4.26” measured; 1.35” of this came in a storm on the last day of the month.  We had several light snowfalls during the month.  The largest came on the 13/14th when we got 1.9” of wintery mix even though we received 1.16” of precipitable water.  The precipitation came as mix of rain, snow, sleet and freezing rain.  The total snowfall through March is now only 3.6” which is the 2nd lowest ever recorded through Mar.
