March was well below normal for both temperature and precipitation. The temperatures ranged between a high of 76 and a low of 22 and was 5.0 degrees below normal.  The average March temperature of 40.2 deg was the 2nd coldest in the 25 years I have kept records for this site.  This was 2nd only to the 40.15 deg recorded in 1996.  On the precipitation side, the month was 1.55” below normal, with 2.10” measured. We are now about 1.0” below normal for the year. We had 4.5” of snow from one storm on the 21st and have had only 9.9” all winter; about 13” below normal for the season.
