November was above normal for temperature and below normal for precipitation. The temperatures ranged between a high of 80 and a low of 20 and was 1.8 degrees above normal.  On the precipitation side, the month was 0.29” below normal, with 2.81” measured.  We are now about 5.25” below normal for our annual precipitation total.
