October was above normal for temperature and well above for precipitation. The temperatures ranged between a high of 93 and a low of 37 and was 2.5 degree above normal.  On the precipitation side, the month was 1.89” above normal, with 6.99” measured.  Continuing the trend from September, we had no precipitation for the first 15 days.  Then the pattern changed.  We had 8 days of measurable rainfall; four over 1”, over the last 16 days. This resulted in the fourth wettest October recorded at this location.  We have now had 41.89” of rain this year which is now about 1.8” above normal.
