October was above normal for temperature and precipitation. The temperatures ranged between a high of 81 and a low of 34 and was 0.9 degrees above normal. On the precipitation side, the month was 0.27” above normal, with 4.41” measured.  We had 15 days of measurable rainfall with one day having over 1” of rain.  That day was on the 29th when the remnants of Hurricane Zeta came through  We are now about 10” above normal for the year and we have exceeded our annual average rainfall total with still two months to go in the year.
