October was below normal for temperature and for precipitation. The temperatures ranged between a high of 83 and a low of 33 and was 1.1 degrees below normal.  On the precipitation side, the month total was 2.32” and was 0.99” below normal.   We had 13 days of measurable precipitation; with most of this, 1.11”, falling on Oct 29-30.  Our annual precipitation is now about 8.0” below normal.
