September was well above normal for temperature and precipitation. The temperatures ranged between a high of 93 and a low of 54 and was 2.9 degrees above normal.  We had our highest September low temperature and the highest average low temperature in the 25 years records have been kept for this site.  On the precipitation side, the month was 3.11” above normal, with 7.83” measured.  We had 18 days of measurable rainfall, with 3 over one inch.  We are now about 12.6” above normal for the year.  We have now exceeded our annual precipitation average with three months to go.
