September was above normal for temperature and well below for precipitation. The temperatures ranged between a high of 95 and a low of 49 and was 3.1 degree above normal.  On the precipitation side, the month was 4.21” below normal, with only 0.34” measured.  We had only 3 days of measurable rainfall. Giving us the second driest September recorded at this location.  Only exceeded with only 0.11” recorded in 2005.  We have now had 34.90” of rain this year which is now about 1” below normal.
